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Are you getting value for money from your super fund?

You may be wondering whether the fees charged by
your super fund provide you with value for money.
A recent article titled “High fees not best guide” in
the Australian Financial Review (30/6/10) found that
“Super funds that charge the highest fees do not
always deliver the best returns”.

According to research firm SuperRatings, the 10
cheapest funds easily outperformed the 10 most
expensive funds over a five year period. SuperRatings

found the average return over five years to May 2010
on a $50,000 account balance was:

* 4.45%p.a. for the 10 cheapest funds; compared to
¢ just 1.93%p.a. for the 10 most expensive funds.

The fees charged by these funds on a $50k balance
ranged from $197 to $1,860 a year. In comparison,
Hunter United’s Retirement Savings Account suite
delivered the following*:
